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This session is an introduction to advanced macroeconomics. The aim of the class is (1) to learn some tools to handle dynamic models, and (2) to cover some interesting substantive areas for research. The treatment for most problems is introductory but it is done in a unified way.
The textbook for the class is:

All of the topics I will talk about are covered in Ljunqvist and Sargent. Also the Stokey-Lucas-Prescott book is a very useful reference on dynamic programming but it contains a much sophisticated treatment of dynamic problems:

The basic topics covered in the class are:
I. Dynamic problems and dynamic programming
II. Search models (including examples of career choice and related topics)
III. Trade and complete markets
IV. Consumption and Investment (introductory remarks only)
V. Dynamic taxation (introductory remarks)

There are assignments due each week and a final exam at the end of this session.
